NEENAH — The

Neenah High School boys’
cross country team backed
up its No. 2 state ranking
with a strong performance
Friday at the Neenah Invi-
tational.

The Rockets outpaced
No. 3-ranked Marquette
University High School
and finished second only
Stevens Point, the No. 1-
ranked team in the state,
according to wisconsin
XC.com.

Neenah coach John
Morgen said he was
pleased with how his run-
ners performed in the
tough 11-team invitation-
al. ~ :
“We had our top eight
finish in the top 23 places,
which is remarkable in
any meet, much less the
Neenah Invitation with all
of those good teams,” he
said.

Morgen said the boys,
however, were not satis-
fied to finish behind
Stevens Point.

“They were disappoint-
ed, but that’s one of the
things that make them so
good,” Morgen said. “Hope-
fully this will inspire them
more than anything else.
We are not that far behind
(Stevens Point). There are
a lot of really good things
we can build on.”

Neenah senior Matt
Houston said the perfor-
mance was bittersweet.
Houston was Neenah’s
second runner and fin-
ished 10th overall.

“I thought we did pretty

well for this early in the
season, but I was kind of
disappointed with losing
to Stevens Point,” he said.

Most
of the time the race does-
n’t go as planned and you
have to react.”

Houston said his strate-
gy was to stay with
Stevens Point’s top run-
ners for the first two miles
and then try to take them
in the last 1.1 miles.

Stevens Point’s lead
pack went out faster than
anticipated, however. Ac-

cording to wisconsinXC.
com, the Panthers’ top
four runners each posted
personal bests by at least
eight seconds.

“It got a little over-
whelming being surround-
ed by Stevens Point,”
Houston said.

Houston, like Morgen,
thinks Neenah is within
striking distance of the
Panthers.

“] think we can catch
them,” Houston said. “It’s
still early. We have a long
way to go.”

The Neenah Invitational
featured four of the top
runners in the state.

Jon Wylie of Oshkosh
North won the race in
16:01. Jordan King of
Stevens Point finished sec-

ond in 16:18, Kaiser
Behnke of Neenah fin-
ished third in 16:20, and
Nate Hatton of Steven
Point finished fourth in
16:25.

In addition to Behnke
and Houston, Neenah’s top
runners were Chris Park-
er, 13th; Erik Hofferber,
14th; Derek Fahrenkrug,
17th; Robbie McDonald,
19th; Josh Dedering, 22nd;
and Tom Fine, 23rd.

Neenah started the 2008
season by winning the 15-
team Jamie Block Cross
Country Challenge in
West Bend.

The meet was scored by
adding together the times
of each team’s top five run-
ners, and Neenah’s quintet
of Behnke, Houston, Park-

er, McDonald and Dede
ing was nearly three mi
utes faster than runner-
West Bend West.

Behnke was the me:
champion, finishing i
16:43.

“We have never won tl
West Bend invitational }
three minutes,” Morge
said. “That’s a pretty go
sign of things to come.”

Morgen credited tl
early season success to tl
hundreds of miles that tl
returning lettermen r:
